Developing Fisheries?
Two ways of monitoring:

= Increasing rank order over time

— Can show “big movers”

= Consistently increasing landings over time

— Captures steady increases, regardless of scale or pace of increase

Increasing Landings In New States?

Increasing/stable rank order or increasing landings and >1 mil
Ib landings in at least one year:

= Blue catfish
= Striped mullet
— Nearly all landings in NC

= Atlantic cutlassfish
— Most landings in NC, lesser amounts in VA

= Negligible landings of striped mullet and cutlassfish in other
states.
